Kirkby’s contemporary, creative style.

This ‘70s inspired, geometric pattern adorns a soft 
and silky, dual-purpose weave, through areas of satin 
viscose and subtly contrasting cotton.

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An intriguing, angular pattern 
created from a combination of 
simple shapes and lines.

This large-scale geometric weave in a durable 
quality with a smooth, dry finish, is perfect for 
statement upholstery.

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Through our renowned collaboration with 
Transport for London, this distinct, textured 
fabric vividly commemorates an iconic 
aspect of London’s design identity.

This intricate, geometric moquette design 
was introduced on the Piccadilly Line in 1994 
as part of a refurbishment of tube trains from 
the 1970s which were serving at the time. 
Playing with scale and texture of a fragmented 
nature, this cut and uncut velvet creates a 
contemporary display of design and colour.

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Bringing together the best of interiors and
high fashion, Kirkby Design has twice 
collaborated with Eley Kishimoto on a range
of fabrics, wallcoverings and accessories.

A Kirkby Design x Eley Kishimoto favourite; 
a unique interpretation of a houndstooth 
check, tessellated zig zags almost form the 
silhouettes of flying birds. The texture and 
depth created by the satin and chenille weave 
add incredible richness and intensity to this 
graphic, modern classic.

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Featuring a small-scale triangular print 
with vibrant pops of colour.

With an innovative, design-led approach, 
Puzzle was one of the first geometric designs 
created under the new direction for Kirkby 
Design. Graphically communicating its path 
forward, this contemporary print connects the 
past with the present.

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A metallic shimmering ground 
combined with a textured loop surface 
gives this striking, geometric velvet a 
strong three-dimensional appearance.

Appearing on the H&M 2016 Christmas 
advert directed by Wes Anderson, this 
large-scale geometric was inspired by 
classic arcade games.

Enriched by sumptuous chenille, Arcade is 
ideal for statement, modern upholstery.

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Readapting iconic designs that were 
historically used across the Transport for 
London network, Kirkby translates British 
heritage into a contemporary moment.

This moquette design was created by the prolific 
Architect and Designer Misha Black in the 1970s.
It was first introduced on the London Underground’s 
District Line and fast became a subconscious icon 
of the city. Readapted as a luxury, modern velvet, 
District has a retro, decorative quality.

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A large-scale, geometric design; this 
incredibly soft, printed velvet has 
a notable depth of colour, created 
through a specialist printing process.

With a dramatic yet contemporary feel, Arco has 
proven to be very popular over the past few years.

Digitally printed onto pure 
cotton, KD masterfully translated Jon’s colourful, 
unique energy to bring a playful injection of art into 
contemporary interior schemes.
